CCTV POLICY AND CODE OF PRACTICE
Closed circuit television (CCTV) is installed at the Hall premises for the purposes of staff and public security. Cameras are located at various places on the premises, and images from the cameras are recorded.
The use of CCTV falls within the scope of the Data Protection Act 1998 (“the 1998 Act”). This code of practice follows the recommendations issued by the Data Protection Commissioner in accordance with powers under Section 51 (3)(b) of the 1998 Act.

To protect staff, hirers and the public

To maintain the security of the property and premises

To deter and control fly tipping

USE
24 hour recording.  Images stored for up to 4 weeks

ACCESS
Access is restricted to authorised personnel only

Images will only be seen in the event of an investigation.

Images will only be given to interested parties, after application by them, and a £10 fee

Images will be available to Police at any time.
